THE STUDY AND EVALUATION SCHEME OF 1st YEAR w.e.f. SESSION – 2011
1. 
The student centered activities should comprise of various co-curricular activities like games, hobby clubs, seminars, declamation contests, extension lectures, field visits, NCC, NSS, cultural activities and discipline etc. 
2. 
For the subject of Engg. Drawing, for external assessment the marks will be assessed on the basis of work done by the student on the Drawing Sheets in the entire semester and Viva Voce for external assessment. 
3. 
There should be continuous evaluation of drawing sheets/ practicals/ workshop and each job should be evaluated by giving marks for each drawing sheet/ each practical/ each job in the workshop and recorded with date & maintained in the teacher’s diary by teachers and in the student ledger by the institute. 
4. 
For the subject(s) which do not have practicals, the student should be assessed on the basis of sessional tests/day to day tutorial/ job work. The assignments covering the whole syllabus must be prepared for tutorial/ job work. 
5. 
The student(s) shall be declared pass if he/ she has attained minimum 35% marks in Theory in individual subject(s) , 40% marks in Practical and 40% in sessional in individual subject(s), separately. 
6.
 If the student(s) is unable to obtain the requisite score of minimum 35% marks in Theory and 40% marks in Practical exam of individual subject, separately, he/ she will have re-appear in that subject in theory & practical, separately, as the case may be. He/ She will clear the subject(s) having re-appear(s) in the subsequent theory exam(s) / Practical exam(s), as the case may be, of relevant subject(s). 
Criteria for Internal Assessment: 

7.1 
The students have to obtain 40% marks in sessional in individual subject(s), separately.

7. 2 
Internal assessment for theory subject(s) having 25 marks shall be evaluated as per the following criteria: 

Class Tests: 15 marks (Awards of two best tests out of three will be considered) 

Home Assignments: 10 marks  

The internal assessment for Theory subject(s) having 50 marks, if any, will be proportionately enhanced. 
7.3 
Internal Assessment for Engineering Drawing having 50 marks shall be evaluated as per the following criteria: 

Class Tests: 25 marks (Awards of two best tests out of three will be considered) 

Continuous Evaluation of Drawing Sheets in the class: 25 marks (marks shall be given on each drawing sheet)
7.4
 For the internal assessment for practical / workshop, performance should be evaluated on the basis of actual day to day work of     the student on each practical / each job in the workshop. 
7.5 
The internal assessment should be internally rationalized as per the following criteria: 


> 75% but < = 85% 

: up to 25% of total students in a Branch 


> 60% but < = 75% 

: up to 60% of total students in a Branch 


< = 60% 


: 15% or more of total students in a Branch

7.6 
If the student(s) is unable to attain 70% attendance and 40% marks in sessional (in individual subject(s), separately), he/ she will have to repeat the complete semester. 
7.7 
No condonation of Attendance on any ground. 
7.8 
While asserting the %age, it should be rounded off to the nearest whole number. 
Note: 

1. 
Student’s attendance & internal assessment should be intimated to the student(s) in each month and the poor performance of the student should be communicated to the parent(s) of the student(s) immediately.

The above study & evaluation scheme is applicable to the students admitted in session 2011 onwards.
